DXer OF THE MONTH

James W. Young

This month’s award goes to James W. Young, an
astronomer from Wrightwood, California. James
has been interested in shortwave radio for 20 years
so qualifies as a veteran DXer. He first heard HCJB
in 1958, more than 15 years ago. Other interests
include photography, astronomy and stamp collect-
ing.

Mr. Young’s receiving equipment includes two
Hammarlund receivers, an HQ-100AC and an
HQ-180AC, an antenna tuner and a preselector.
Several antennas are available including inverted
vee’s, long wire and a folded dipole. A 100/10
kHz crystal calibrator makes accurate frequency
checks possible. For ham activity, a Drake 2-NT
cw transmitter with an MN-4 antenna matching
network can also be seen in the picture of James’
radio shack.

Most listening is done between 0000 and 0600
GMT with an average of 3 to S hours a day. James
also serves as an official HCJB Monitor and pro-
vides valuable information to our engineering staff.

REAL LOVE

February is the month when love is in the thoughts
of many.

It was possible to serve God as a radio
engineer.

In a little over a year I found myself in Quito
working as an engineer with HCJB. Yes, that was
the most important DXing experience in my life.

MEET THE ENGINEERS

HCJIB Engineering Staff
It takes a group of dedicated engineers to keep a
complex of radio stations such as HCJB operating
efficiently. Most of these engineers are pictured
above. They come to us from 3 countries, The
United States, Canada and Northern Ireland. In-
cluded in this group are men with training and
experience in just about every phase of radio en-
gineering and who are qualified to handle the
many responsibilities at HCJB.

Engineers live and serve at four different locations
in Ecuador; in Quito where our studios are located,
in Pifo at our transmitter and antenna site, in
Papallacta with our hydro-electric power plant,
and in Guayaquil where HCJB-2 Stereo reaches
listeners in Ecuador’s largest city with about
1,000,000 population.

Engineers serve in a wide variety of capacities
from designing and constructing new equipment
to installation and maintenance of facilities in
current use. They study propagation conditions
in order to effectively plan future schedules and
frequencies to best serve our listeners. A knowl-
edge of civil engineering is also put to use in
construction of buildings, towers, etc. A good
group of national technicians help in each phase
of the engineering work.

We want you to meet each of these engineers so
we will be introducing one each month in future
issues of ANDEX International. You will learn
more about the background and experience of
each man as well as just where he fits into the
picture of HCJB. This radio station is on the air
to serve our listeners and each engineer has a vital
part in making the overall ministry as effective as
it should be.



RADIO RIO AMAZONAS
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Jivaro Announcer — Felipe Sando

It may surprise you to know that the announcer in
the picture above is a full-blooded Jivaro Indian.
At one time these Jivaros, who make their home in
the jungles of Eastern Ecuador, were known
around the world as head-hunters. The heads of
enemies killed in battle were shrunken to the size
of a man’s fist and kept as trophies by the killers.
Now Radio Rio Amazonas operates at Macuma in
the heart of Jivaro territory.

About 30 years ago Macuma was founded as a
base by the Gospel Missionary Union in an effort
to reach the Jivaros with the Gospel of Jesus Christ.
In recent years radio has been added and many of
these Indians listen in their simple, jungle homes.

HCGM-7 operates on 4.870 mHz with a 5-kilowatt
transmitter constructed by Mission Engineering in
Cedar Rapids, Iowa. The antenna is an omni-
directional type designed to concentrate the signal
only to the local area. Reception outside the local
jungle area is not anticipated or desired.

The three major languages of this area are used on
the following schedule: Spanish 2000-2200 GMT,
Jivaro 1115-1215 and 2200-2300, Quechua 1045-
1115 and 2300-2330. On Sundays an additional
Spanish program is carried from 1200-1300. All
programs are of a cultural or religious nature.

Two small studios operate from one control room.
Equipment includes 2 turntables, 2 Ampex and 1
Crown tape recorders, a cartridge tape machine
plus several portable cassette recorders. RCA and
Shure microphones are used.

Broadcast hours at HCGM-7 are currently limited
due to the high cost of operating the diesel power
plant. A hydro-electric plant is under construction
with completion anticipated around the end of
1974. At that time program hours will be ex-
panded with operation at least up to 0230 GMT.
Also under construction is a micro-wave link to
Tena, about 94 miles away, and the largest city in
the area. This will make possible the transmission
of many programs directly from a remote studio
in that city.

HCGM-7 desires to serve the southeastern jungle
area of Ecuador. It does not seek listeners or re-
ception reports from other areas. Personnel and
finances are very limited. However, they will send
aletter of verification to reception reports received,
as soon as possible. Reports may be in either
English or Spanish. Stamps should be sent to
cover return postage. Send your letters to — Jim
Hedlund, Casilla 7, Shell, Pastaza, Ecuador.
