For Amy Froehlich, of Mesquite, Texas, the biggest
and most outstanding thrill came back in 1969.
She had just started DXing and HCJB was the first
station she picked up.

MEET THE ENGINEERS

Bill Wooten

In the April edition of ANDEX International,we
presented the story of HCJB-2 FM Stereo, World
Radio’s outlet serving the large coastal city of
Guayaquil and the surrounding area. Bill Wooten
is the engineer currently assigned to the main-
tenance of the equipment, studios and transmitter,
in this installation.

Bill was born in New Orleans, LA. His education
took him to Tulane University, where he received
his degree in Electrical Engineering, and also to the
Moody Bible Institute in Chicago. He gained ex-
perience as a radio operator at a broadcast station
in Chicago and as a television engineer in New
Orleans.

As a teenager Bill used to listen to HCJB on his
shortwave radio so he was no stranger to the work
when he joined the engineering staff in Quito dur-
ing 1966. During his 8 years with HCJB Bill has
served with HCJB-TV in Quito, in shortwave trans-
mitter operation at our transmitter site in Pifo,
and now as the Guayaquil engineer responsible for
HCJB-2 FM Stereo. Bill has been working in
Guayaquil since HCJB-2 started operation 1-1/2
years ago.

Bill met his wife, Ruth, here in Ecuador where she
was serving as a nurse with the HCJB Medical De-
partment. Their family includes one daughter,
Janice, 2-1/2 years old.

Like many other engineers, Bill considers electron-
ics to be his hobby as well as his work. He is
active in the Urdesa Baptist Church in Guayaquil.
His favorite Bible verses are — “Trust in the Lord
with all thine heart, and lean not unto thine own
understanding. In all thy ways acknowledge Him,
and He shall direct thy paths.” (Proverbs 3:5, 6)

GRAN COLOMBIA

Gran Colombia Control

Among the older stations operating in Quito is
Emisoras Gran Colombia, HCMJ1. During Sep-
tember of 1974 they will celebrate 30 years on
the air serving Quito and Ecuador. Actually, Emi-
soras Gran Colombia consists of a network of sta-
tions all broadcasting in Quito. These include
Emisoras Gran Colombia (615 kHz), Radio El
Tiempo (1410 kHz), Radio La Voz de la Demo-
cracia (1280 kHz), Emisoras Gran Colombia
(4.910 mHz) and Radio Estereo FM (91.3 mHz).
All of these stations transmit from a complex of
studios on the fourth floor of a building in down-

town Quito. Normally they carry separate pro-
grams but are frequently combined as a network
for special events.

Emisoras Gran Colombia uses a frequency of 615
kHz in the medium wave band with a 20 kilowatt
transmitter built by Continental Electronics in
Dallas, Texas. Two years ago this transmitter and a
quarter-wave vertical antenna were inaugurated at
a new site a few miles south of the city on the
Panamerican Highway. Programming is continuous
from 6:00 AM until 1:00 AM (1100-0600 GMT)
daily. All programs are in Spanish and are of a
commercial or cultural nature. The station special-
izes in sports events and is known as the “Sports
Voice of the Capital™.

On shortwave a composite 5 kilowatt transmitter
is used which was constructed locally. The antenna
is a dipole with directional characteristics north
and south. The same programs are carried as on
615 kHz but for fewer hours. Operating on 4.910
mHz, the shortwave service is on the air daily from
6:00 to 10:00 AM (1100-1500 GMT) and again
from 5:00 to 12:00 PM (2200-0500 GMT).

One large studio is available for programs with aud-
ience participation with a smaller room for news-

casts and regular announcing. A Sparta solid-state
console combined with Rek-O-Kut turntables, vari-
ous tape recorders and RCA and Shure micro-
phones makes for a flexible operation. Programs
are carried to the transmitter site by a small FM
transmitter.

Future plans call for an increase in power to 50
kilowatts on 615 kHz and 10 kilowatts on short-
wave. A modern studio installation in a new build-
ing on the north end of Quito is also anticipated.
There is no definite date at present when these
improvements will be completed, but it will proba-
bly be a year or more.

The Director of Emisoras Gran Colombia, Sr.
Eduardo Cevallos, tells us that they receive many
letters from DXers in other countries. They appre-
ciate hedring from these listeners and find their
reception reports both interesting and helpful.
They do not have QSL cards but send a pennant
and letter of verification in response to all reports.
All reports of reception should be in the Spanish
language since their staff is not bilingual. Return
postage is not necessary. Address all reception re-
ports to: Emisoras Gran Colombia, Casilla 2246,
Quito, Ecuador. Keep a lookout for this station
on 4910 mHz, and we wish you good success in
verifying this Ecuadorian station! During June
we will be playing the ID for Gran Colombia on
several releases of the DX Party Line, so listen and
this will help you with your identification.
