From the pages of Vol. 1, No. 24 dated March 2, 1936, the National
Bureau of Standards, Washington, D. C. conducted European and Buenos
Lires tests for the purpose of determining the relative absorption of
radio waves at broadecast frequencies over the North Atlantic at widely
different lattitudes. The Bureau's tests showed that the Argentinians
were received with many times the signal strength of the Europeans. Test
receptions were conducted in Europe at the same time. The tests for the
Eurcpean stations concluded January 15, 1936 and the South Americans on
January 30, 1936.
